PALS GRANT GUIDELINES
(Revised August 11, 2022)
Grant Criteria:
PALS, or Portsmouth Area Ladies, a group of ladies passionate about the improvement of the community, engages in fundraising events and activities using volunteers to support charitable needs and organizations that will improve the quality of life and the changing needs of the residents of 

Portsmouth and the surrounding area. It is the overriding goal of PALS to make a positive change in our community and to improve the lives of our members and the larger community we serve.

PALS will accept grant proposals quarterly from qualified community organizations in Scioto County who fulfill the following guidelines:

In order to be considered for a grant, an organization must be recognized under Section 501(c )(3) of the Internal Revenue Code. 

Organizations should initiate the grant application process by completing an application form with attachments per the PALS Grant Guidelines.  Both are available on the PALS website (www.portsmouthpals.org).  Deadlines for completed applications are the 20th of February, May, August, and October of each year. 

Only one completed grant application may be submitted each year by any organization. 

PALS will favor projects that strive to assist unmet community needs or help a segment of community residents not adequately served by other resources currently available. 

Most approved grants will not exceed $500 unless the request is for a compelling, one-time project.

The strongest consideration will be given to proposals which are clear about how the project relates to the organization’s mission and PALS’ mission. 

Primary areas for funding include at-risk children, education, healthcare, arts and culture, community development, economic development, social services and civic benefit.

Requests for “seed money” for new, original projects will be given high priority, whether initiated by existing groups or new organizations. PALS will especially favor organizations which plan their projects to meet overall community needs. 

Grants will not be given to fund operating expenses, annual giving, budget deficits, programs retroactively, individual purchases, repairing office equipment, research studies, and political lobbying.  Additionally, PALS will not fund meals or lodging expenses within a project budget. 

Projects should not duplicate those already in existence.  Requests should not be repeated on an annual basis since this would result in the funding of operating expenses.  

An organization’s funding request should be based upon at least a 1 – 1 match for the total project cost. 

Incomplete or late applications will not be accepted.

Grant Application Guidelines:

Applicants will need to complete the following information for submission with the application:

· A copy of the grant application cover sheet signed by the board chairperson and project applicant.

· One copy of your full proposal.

· A copy of your organization’s tax-exempt letter from the IRS.

· A current or annual financial report for the most recent year.

· A list of board members.

· If collaboration is part of your project, the names of the collaborators and/or letters of support for your project.
